Scanning Directions for Reference

Just a brief reminder to refresh your memory if needed.

Dave L has suggested we create three versions of each image:

1) High Resolution Tiff for archiving.

2) High Resolution Jpg version of this tiff.  Just resave the tiff file as a jpg.

3) Low Resolution Jpg for projection.  300 dpi should be enough in most cases.

We can check against the CD Rom images to see what kind of resolution they use.

Unfortunately, this will involve rescanning the image at the lower resolution I

think.  This is the step that will take the most time because you will have to check

the image to  see what dpi works the best (the range should be between 150 and 600 dpi).

But, eventually, one does get a feel for the images and what works best from a particular book.
I have made three folders for the three image types within this larger "BUSH Grant Scans" folder.
