The code below should be placed after the title section and before the body section of the webpage.  To select the images you want to show up randomly on the rollover, just change the image name after: roller[number].src =.  


Example of how the code should look: roller[1].src =’cat.jpg’
‘cat.jpg’ replaced ‘city5.jpg’ in this example.  

You can change the size of the images by changing the numbers in parenthesis after 

roller[number]= new Image (number,number) 
Example of changing the size: roller[1]= new Image (200,300)

200,300 replaced 160,130 in this example.
